I had the opportunity to attend the Nonprofit Best Practices Symposium with Dr. Peter 

Frumkin sponsored by Smith Hayes Advisers, Inc.  Frumkin is the Professor of Public 

Affairs and Director of RGK Center for Philanthropy and Community Service, at Lyndon 

B. Johnson School of Public Affairs, at the University of Texas in Austin. He had some 

great information to share in the areas of competitive analysis, program analysis and 

attributes of high performing boards.  Below are some of the points that resonated with 

me in thinking about SELS and libraries: 

¶ Read Governance as Leadership:  Reframing the Work of Nonprofit Boards, by 

Richard Chait, William P. Ryan and Barbara E. Taylor. 

¶ Generative thinking is critical and involves consideration of who we are as an 

organization, what is special about us, and whether we are headed in the right 

direction.  Itôs discussion that addresses challenges, problem framing and solving, 

strategizing and planning with tactics and execution.  We need to set aside time 

for open ended mission conversations and strategic discussion, which is best done 

at the beginning of a board meeting. 

¶ Use of a consent agenda for the mundane and non-controversial board action 

items is a way to save time and ensure that the board has time to discuss 

substantive items.  If you want more information on consent agendas, Dr. David 

Renz has written a good overview for the Midwest Center for Nonprofit 

Leadership at University of Missouri (KC), which you can find online at:

¶ Experiment and innovate - if we are doing the same thing over and over, weôre 

not doing this. 

¶ Encourage critical and independent thinking ï build an environment of 

learning & inquiry. 

¶ The Directorôs role at a board meeting is to answer questions, not direct the 

meeting.  Itôs important that every board member have the opportunity to speak 

and provide input. 

¶ Develop a rolling prospect list for potential board members that you are 

consciously building.  One participant suggested looking for individuals with 2 of 

the following characteristics:  Wisdom, Wealth, Work and perhaps Wallop 

(influence). 

¶ Competitive benchmarking - think about who your competitors are, both profit 

and nonprofit, then take a look at how your critical components compare.  Are we 

better at what we do than similar organizations?  In addition to services, compare 

board quality, budget growth and customer base. 

¶ A natural instinct of nonprofits is an inward gaze at the organization.  Look at the 

broad perspective not just internal.  Look at directions and trends of the

community and how the world is changing and how that affects changes in your customer base. 

¶ Nonprofits are great at adding products and services, and programs are difficult to eliminate with advocates within and 

outside the organization.  However, itôs critical to review programs and services and consider their value.  Take a look at 

both the financial returns and the social returns (benefit to customer/community.)  You could use the Gruber and Mohl 

Matrix Classification Grid and place services and programs in their corresponding category:  1) Sustaining ïa high 

financial and low social return; 2) Beneficial ï a high financial and social return; 3) Detrimental ï a low financial and social 

return; and 4) Worthwhile ï a low financial and high social return.  This can help sort out what activities/programs you 

want to support, or perhaps discuss methods of improving financial support for a program or service that is mission critical 

but costing money to provide, or to consider continuation of programs that have low financial and customer support.  Other 

measures that might help with evaluation of programs and services are to use a scorecard that evaluates each program/

service based on:  strategic value, effectiveness & quality, financial value, importance to stakeholders and marketing value. 

Effective governance, according to Frumkin, requires: 

¶ Intentionality and spontaneity 

¶ Diligence and playfulness 

¶ Comfort and ambiguity 

¶ Ability to adapt 

These are all thoughts for boards and directors to consider as part of a rapidly changing world where competition to succeed is at 

a high premium, particularly in an economically challenged environment.

September CASTL Recap

Motivation with Dan Pink 
The CASTL meeting in Aurora had some great topics 

for discussion across a fairly wide array of subjects, 

which is typical for this group.  

First on the agenda was to view Dan Pinkôs online talk 

on the subject of motivation and rewards for employees. 

His presentation is under 20 minutes and very entertaining 

while scientifically explaining why reward and 

punishment does not work for the 21st Century 

worker.  Reward tends to narrow focus, so for very 

rudimentary tasks, or tasks with established rules and a 

single solution that might work as a motivator. However 

when you start talking about creative tasks or 

performance requiring cognitive skills it doesnôt work so 

well. In fact financial incentive can work against positive 

performance by blocking creativity and dulling thinking. 

Pink encourages supervisors and employers to be thinking 

more about intrinsic motivation. Intrinsic motivation has 3 

parts or building blocks as Pink refers to them: 

1. A u t o n o m y  ï S o m e o n e  i n v e n t e d 

management.  For engagement autonomy works 

better. The urge to direct our own lives. 

2. Mastery ï The desire to get better and better at 

what matters. 

3. Purpose ï A yearning to do something in the 

service of something larger than ourselves.

Libraries and the Mobile Technology Landscape 
We also viewed the DuPage program ï ñLibraries and 

the Mobile Technology Landscapeò where we learned 

about mobile literacy.  Yes, one more area librarians 

need to be literate.  That means we have to first know 

about the technology, then what the impact might mean 

for libraries, and finally how to apply traditional library 

skills with mobile literacy.  Joe Murphy, the Science 

Librarian Coordinator of Instruction & Technology at 

Kline Science Library at Yale University, was the 

speaker and suggested that the best way to be aware of 

major trends is personal experience encouraging 

librarians, trustees and library supporters to take some 

time to ñplayò with mobile technology tools.   Some of 

the mobile technologies discussed included:  text 

messaging, a variety of mobile applications for cell 

phones, Twitter and QR codes.  You can find an article 

written by Joe Murphy and Heather Moulaison titled - 

Social Networking Literacy Competencies for 

Librarians:  Exploring Considerations and Engaging 

Participation at:  www.ala.org/ala/mgrps/divs/acrl/

events/national/seattle/papers/328.pdf.
