Grants for Small Town 

Libraries  

Small-town public libraries will receive a 
helping hand thanks to the generosity of 
a lifelong educator. A donor-advised 
fund of the Nebraska Community 
Foundation, established by the late 
Shirley Kreutz Bennett of Lincoln, will 
provide matching grants for public 
libraries in Nebraska communities with 
a population of less than 3,000. 

CƻƭƭƻǿƛƴƎ aǎΦ YǊŜǳǘȊ .ŜƴƴŜǘǘΩǎ ǿƛǎƘŜǎΣ 
a Fund Advisory Committee composed 
of her nieces and nephews will 
recommend grants in three areas: 
planning grants leading to accreditation; 
enhancement grants to improve library 
services and/or programs; and facilities 
grants for new facilities or the 
renovation, restoration or rehabilitation 
of current libraries. All grants will 
require a certain level of matching funds 
and evidence that the project has broad 
community support. 

Approximately $70,000 will be available 
each year. Grants will be awarded 
annually in each grant making area 
beginning in the spring of 2012. There 
are 228 libraries in Nebraska 
communities with populations under 
3,000. Of those, 100 are not accredited 
by the Nebraska Library Commission. 

To avoid duplication and to attempt to 
leverage existing resources, the 
Nebraska Library Commission will assist 

the Nebraska Community Foundation 
and the Fund Advisory Committee with 
grantmaking. Grant seekers are 
encouraged to review the guidelines 
and application procedures at 
www.nebcommfound.org/fund/
kreutzbennett.
